








Dewhurst and Otis were approached by 
the Maybourne Hotel Group to supply 
a range of bespoke fi xtures for Vista 
Palace Hotel, a recent development in 
France. The client wanted a touchless 
signalisation package for the elevator 
car and landings, which was compatible 
with the Otis Gen2® Life Lift. 

Dewhurst recommended the US1 
Touch Panel for the project. Integrating 
this with the recently launched Halo 
touchless system provided a touchless 
solution inside the elevator car. For the 
Landing operating panels (LOP) ‘Wave to 
Call’ landing units were supplied. 

These allow the user to call the elevator 
without touching the button, improving 
user experience whilst reducing 
touchpoints in the building. For the 
Landing indicator panel (LIP) Dewhurst 
designed a bespoke linear indicator to 
show which fl oor the elevator is travelling 
through, which can be mounted at each 
elevator car landing entrance. 

Working with the Otis team in France, 
Dewhurst made sure that all the 
components were plug-and-play. The 
COPs, LOPs and LIPs were all pre-wired 
for easy on-site installation.

Dewhurst worked alongside Schindler to 
develop and supply a lift display upgrade 
for the prestigious Bluewater Shopping 
Mall in Dubai. The initial challenge faced 
was the inability to communicate directly 
with the lift controller. To resolve this 
issue, Dewhurst developed a special 
Independent Positioning System, 

capable of determining lift position and 
accepting independent inputs such as 
emergency intercom or lift door signals 
without connecting to the lift controller. 
An enlarged 7’’ C1L display was specifi ed, 
the display programmed with custom 
graphics to meet site requirements.

The main car operating 
panels (COPs) were crafted from 2.5mm 
thick stainless steel, powder-coated in 
Black Ace by Dulux, delivering a sleek, 
modern fi nish. To enhance functionality, 
a Dewhurst US1 15.6” fully programmable 
Full HD touchscreen was incorporated, 
protected by toughened glass for added 
durability. The system also features 
a Dewhurst C1L-10.4” LCD display, an 
EN-PAD keypad, and US95 pushbuttons 
for a seamless and responsive user 
experience.
